Each Guild-recognized homebrewer organization will get four lanyard passes.
Four kegs per homebrewer organization are required to get the free admission.
Regular Admission will be $15 advance - $20 at the gate.

Tickets will only be sold online and at participating brewpubs.

Each homebrewing organization (pouring draft) qualifies for reimbursement.
Basis of reimbursement will be $100 per 1000 paid admissions. (2500 people tops).
Extra payout (TBD) for brewers bringing firkins (This applies to both IN and OUT-of-state).

One 4-o0z pour per token. (Yes, tokens.)
5-0z plastic glasses with logos will be provided (concrete floor means no glass)

Each ticket purchaser will receive 10 tokens with 5-token buy-ins available for $5
A collection box will be provided, and collected hourly (or as needed) by B.I.G. staff

Pouring begins at 3 pm sharp and ends at 7 pm sharp.

For convenience, a special booth area, manned by Guild volunteers, will be provided to
display and sell merchandise. The guild will retain 10% of the retail price for this service.

Actual inventory will be matched against the manifest provided. All inventory not sold will be

returned. All inventory not returned will be considered sold unless otherwise we are advised
by the supplier. Merchandise displayed at individual brewers’ booths will not be included.

A separate room with food and refreshments will be provided for exhibitors.

Consumption control of alcohol is our legal as well as our professional obligation.
